Virginia Mennonite M issions:  A medical team of 10 persons, including John and 
Elaine Schafer  from Lindale, left on Thursday morning, January 21, for  Haiti and 
will serve for 2 weeks. Please pray for them as they travel and as they serve in this 
devastated country.  

 
Virginia Mennonite Missions is arranging teams of persons who can assist with the 
desperate medical needs in Haiti.  If you are interested in serving, go to VMM’s website 
www.vmmissions.org and complete a form with your personal information.  VMM is 
also collecting medical supplies such as over the counter medications and bandages.   
 
VMM is also collecting needed medical supplies including over-the-counter medicines, 
pain-killers, bandages, anti-septic creams, antibiotics....
